 School Success Checklist for Parents:  

Below are some great ideas for making sure 
your child succeeds at school. 

Make sure your child has an excellent 
attendance record. When you allow your 
child to stay at home because of whining or 
pleading, your actions say that you think 
school is not important. 

Never say that you don't like to read. 
Parents are the most important people in a 
child's life. If parents don't like to read, the 
child will not like to read either. 

Let your child's teacher know about 
concerns in the family that may make the 
child have a bad day, or make the child 
unable to focus on schoolwork. Examples are 
such things as a car accident, a death in the 
family, a sibling in the hospital, or the child 
having trouble sleeping through the night. 

Always be positive about small steps your 
child takes toward a larger goal. An 
example: If your child has 18 spelling words 
and can spell 12, be positive about those that 
your child can spell. Break down the remaining 
6 words into three groups of 2 words each, 
have a small celebration when he or she has 
learned 2 more words, and then go after the 
next group. 

Do not do homework for your child, but 
always "check up" on how assignments are 
going. Give helpful hints and offer 
suggestions, but if a child cannot do his or her 
own work, the teacher needs to know that 
from the homework the child turns in. If you 
correct the mistakes, the teacher will not know 
the areas in which your child needs help. 

Make sure your child gets a good night's 
sleep before a school day and make sure 
your child eats a good breakfast each 
morning. Learning takes energy, and energy 
comes from a good night's sleep and a healthy 
breakfast. 
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
